For value, Official and MISOA, LLC agree that Official will officiate soccer matches assigned to Official by MISOA, LLC and accepted by Official during the 2007 season on the terms and conditions of this agreement.


Official acknowledges that he/she is an independent contractor and not an employee of MISOA, LLC. Official will provide his/her own transportation, uniforms, and equipment. As an independent contractor, Official acknowledges that he/she is not entitled to payroll deductions or any employee benefits such as health or accident insurance, worker’s compensation, or OSHA protection. 


Official represents and warrants that he/she (a) is at least 18 years of age, (b) is physically and mentally fit and duly licensed
 to officiate any match assigned to and accepted by Official, and (c) has not been convicted of any criminal offense against persons or against public health and decency. If required by MISOA, LLC at any time, Official will sign and deliver any form required to conduct a criminal background check on Official. Official acknowledges he/she can be injured while officiating without the fault of any third party. Without waiving insurance coverage provided by NFHS/NFOA covering general liability, accident medical, and accidental death and dismemberment, Official assumes all uninsured risk of death, injury, property damage, and theft and waives all claims on account of any such risks against MISOA, LLC and OSAA. 


Official authorizes MISOA, LLC to deduct all loans, dues, fees and fines from amounts due to Official.

2007 STANDARD TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. Official will (a) officiate accepted matches in accordance with rules (aka laws) of the National Federation of State High School Associations (NFHS) and the Oregon Schools Activities Association (OSAA) and in a fair and safe manner that promotes player safety and spectator enjoyment, (b) maintain his/her physical fitness for peak performance, (c) faithfully keep all appointments assigned to and accepted by him/her, (d) support fellow officials with loyalty, pride, and dignity, (e) conduct himself/herself in a way to be ethically and morally beyond reproach, (f) grant players and coaches dignity and self-respect, and (g) remain committed to continuous learning and improvement. 

2. Official will reject assignment of any match that (a) would create the appearance of impropriety, including any match in which they or a family member plays, coaches, attends or works, or (b) is clearly beyond Official’s fitness or skill level.

3. Official will comply with the published standards (dress, appearance, and conduct), policies, and procedures of MISOA, LLC, NFHS, and OSAA. Official understands that timeliness in accepting or rejecting assigned matches, in officiating matches, and completing and submitting match reports are important criteria in evaluating Official’s performance of his/her contract duties. Unless otherwise specified in the applicable rules, Official will be ready to enter the field 30 minutes before the time of the match. Prior to the match, Official will examine the credentials of the players and coaches desiring to participate in the match if and as required by OSAA and NFHS and, without exception, will not knowingly allow any player and coach without such credentials to participate in the match. Unless otherwise provided by MISOA, LLC rule, Official must communicate match reports within 48 hours.

4. Unless properly excused, Official will attend all required education programs provided MISOA, LLC. Official will annually complete all education, testing, and assessment requirements imposed by MISOA, LLC, NFHS, and/or OSAA. 

5. Unless caused by an emergency, Official may not return any accepted assignment within 24 hours before the match time. Unless allowed by MISOA, LLC, Official may not return an accepted assignment in order to accept an assignment by another league or sponsoring organization.

6. Official authorizes MISOA, LLC to share and coordinate information regarding Official’s assignments, qualifications, and performance. Upon request, Official will be entitled to a written summary of criteria upon which his/her assignments are based. 

7. Subject to subparagraphs 10(b) and (c), MISOA, LLC will have the right to withdraw any assignment at any time up to 12:01 a.m. of the day of the assigned match without cause and without compensation to Official. Official will be entitled to the game fee if an assignment is withdrawn on the day of the match and MISOA, LLC is not able to offer another assignment to Official. MISOA, LLC also will have the right to cancel any assignment or this agreement at any time for good cause shown.

8. MISOA, LLC will adopt and publish from time to time its own schedule of fees and mileage as well as its own schedule of fines for, among other things, unauthorized or improper return of assignments, unexcused “no shows,” unexcused absence from required trainings/meetings, and failure to deliver match reports in a timely manner. Official acknowledges that MISOA, LLC has authority to impose fines. Official also acknowledges that a fine system is a fair and reasonable method of enforcement of rights and duties and does not constitute a penalty.

9. MISOA, LLC will pay fees and mileage in accordance with MISOA, LLC’s published fees and mileage schedules.

In consideration of the foregoing, MISOA, LLC agrees that it will:

(a) Communicate all applicable rules, including changes in rules, to Official in writing and in a timely manner; 

(b) Assign a reasonable number of matches to Official according to Official’s rank subject only to Official’s availability; 

(c) Except for playoff assignments, accord each Official having the same rank equal treatment and equal opportunity;
(d) Support all officials with loyalty, pride, and dignity, including dealing with misconduct by coaches, players, and spectators in a prompt, formal, and appropriate manner;

(e) Provide, or cause the sponsoring organizations to provide, programs and opportunities in Oregon for continuous learning and improvement by officials; and

(f) Provide each Official with due process, which includes any procedures for such matters adopted by any sponsoring organization, such as USSF, having ultimate jurisdiction over such matter, and fair treatment in connection with any claim of misconduct against Official or any claim by Official of misconduct by players, coaches, spectators, or MISOA, LLC representatives or agents.

All communications by Official to MISOA, LLC, other than matters relating to day-to-day assignments and changes, will be in writing or by email.
